Florida summers are hot, with temperatures easily 
climbing into the 90s and 100s from June through 
September. Follow these tips to help keep your cool this 
summer.

• Plan high-energy activities for the coolest time of 
the day, typically in the early mornings or late 
evenings when the sun is lower.

• Stay hydrated. Pack plenty of extra water for when 
you will be in the heat for an extended time. The 
CDC recommends 8 oz. of water every 15-20 
minutes when working in the heat.

• Never leave people or pets in a hot car, especially 
babies or the elderly. Temperatures can rise to 
deadly levels in minutes during the summer.
